Tom Marten is Senior Director for Regulatory Affairs for MCI Europe. He is based in Paris and is responsible for Regulatory and Government Affairs for Southern Europe (France, Spain, Italy), plus Ireland.  Mr. Marten joined MCI in July 1999. 

A former American career diplomat, Thomas Marten served in the State Department’s Economic Bureau in Washington and in U.S. Embassies overseas from 1989 to 1999. From 1995-99 he was assigned to the U.S. Embassy in Paris in charge of telecommunications and information technology policy.  In 1997 he led bilateral negotiations with the French Government on regulation of the global internet and electronic commerce.  These talks produced the U.S.-France Joint Statement on Electronic Commerce and the Information Society, signed by American Vice President Gore and French Prime Minister Jospin in June 1998.   During his ten year diplomatic career, he received the U.S. State Department’s Meritorious Honor Award (twice), and the Superior Honor Award (twice), and was nominated for the Salzmann Economic Officer of the Year award. 

Thomas Marten, 45 years old, holds a Bachelor’s Degree from the School of Foreign Service of Georgetown University in Washington D.C. (1981),  and a Master of Science in Economics from George Mason University (Virginia).  He is a graduate of France’s École Nationale d’Administration (ENA, cycle international, 1996) and the French War College (Institut des Hautes Études de la Défense Nationale, 2001).  He has also studied at the Universidead Catolica in Quito, Ecuador, and the University of Tunis in Tunisia.  His languages are English, French, Spanish, and Arabic. 

He is the author of numerous articles on the internet and telecommunications policy and foreign affairs published by the  U.S. and French press and scholarly journals, including the International Herald Tribune, the Brookings Institute, and La Revue Française de Géoéconomie.
