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With a background as Assistant Director responsible for European and Regional Development at the Open University (UK), the largest British University and the largest transborder ODL provider in the EU, Andrew Robinson is also Vice-President of the European Institute for e-Learning, which is headquartered in Paris.  He is a Member of the Speakers’ Panel of the European Commission, consultant, and adviser to UNESCO.  He has been awarded the Chevalier de l’Ordre du Mérite, and the Chevalier des Palmes Académiques, for his services to economic, political and educational collaboration.  His career has spanned economic regional development, EC, the private sector (Rolls-Royce Aerospace), and posts in three other UK universities.  He is involved in many EU and UNESCO programmes, including European Regional and Social Funds, FP5 and 6, and, with UNESCO support, the Avicenna project for the Euro-Mediterranean region. He is Chairman of the French Business Council, co-chair of the Academy for Chief Executives, and, with Michel Frenkiel, coordinator of the eJustice project (FP6). 

Title : “The eJustice Project : creating a better security framework for European citizens”

The paper examines the background, aims, and practical implications of the eJustice project. It describes how  the public and private sectors have backed the project, so that, with EC support through the FP6 programme, this Integrated Project can harness ICT and security technology in Europe, as well as complement similar development in the US. The challenges of security demands and concerns for individual privacy are embedded within the project, the scope of which has the clear capacity to inform, shape and lead the seminal role of legal and security issues in a changing EU.
