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NTIA is the US Executive Branch's principal voice and adviser on domestic and international communications policy issues.  The Agency participates in an interagency process with the State, Justice, and Treasury Departments, the FCC, the FTC, USTR and with other agencies of the US Department of Commerce to consult with industry, to develop US policy and to advocate US commercial interests overseas.  The Office of International Affairs supports NTIA's mission to champion greater foreign market access by advocating for competition and liberalization of ICT policies around the world and by participating in relevant bilateral, regional and multilateral policy discussions. 

Christina Speck serves as the senior NTIA staff member responsible for the formulation, analysis and implementation of selected telecommunications, Internet and e-commerce policy issues related to the European Union, its Member States, and the United States.  Ms. Speck also oversees NTIA’s participation in the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) Committee on Information, Computer and Communications Policy (ICCP).  She serves as a Vice Chair of and US delegate to the OECD Working Party on Telecommunications and Information Service Policies (TISP), as well as a US delegate to the ICCP and the information economy (WPIE) and privacy and information security (WPISP) working groups.  She has also served on the US delegations to the TransAtlantic Business Dialogue (TABD) as well as the Global Business Dialogue on E-Commerce (GBDe).

Under the direction of Robin Layton, the Associate Administrator of the Office of International Affairs, Ms. Speck is charged with identifying and addressing technology policy developments in Europe which may create opportunities and risks for US communications interests and industry, which may compromise or support the objectives of current US laws, regulations and policy statements, and/or which may raise transnational policy implications.  Ms. Speck plays a key role on US government communications policy interagency working groups which frequently consult with industry, file comments and advocate USG positions on the implementation of European ICT policy frameworks as well as provide background information and analysis to senior US officials and to US embassies.  These efforts are directed towards improved monitoring, US policy development and the influencing of national and European regulatory and legislative developments. 

Prior to joining NTIA in 1999, Ms. Speck worked at Ameritech Corporate headquarters based in Chicago from 1995-99 in positions of increasing responsibility related to international and US Federal and State communications public policy issues.  During this time, she represented Ameritech at ten NARUC meetings, the convention of the 50 US State and Federal regulators.  She worked on a groundbreaking regulatory project on the 45 states outside the Ameritech region. She headed up regulatory affairs issues for Ameritech business unit activities in the US West region.  She was the RBOC Nationwide Regulatory Network contact point person. She also spearheaded a project related to the company’s European regulatory activities at a time when Ameritech had the largest US telecommunications holdings in Europe.  

Ms. Speck has also worked at the Aspen Institute (in Colorado) and the United Nations (in Geneva) as well as interned for CNN, the Associated Press, and the UNHCR’s main press office.  A native of Colorado, Ms. Speck earned a Master's Degree in Communications Policy and Management from the USC Annenberg School (1992) and a Bachelor of Science in Foreign Service from Georgetown University (1989).  

Ms. Speck studied French at the University of Geneva, Switzerland and is certified from Georgetown University’s translation program as a technical translator from French into English.  She also completed the Michigan State University’s summer program on Telecommunications in Europe hosted by the prestigious French graduate school, the Institut National de Telecommunications in Evry, France (1991) with side trips to the OECD, ITU, the EU and the GATT.  Ms. Speck has also been an invited participant in the Chicago Council on Foreign Relations, the Atlantik Bruecke, the Bosch Foundation, the American Council on Germany and Draeger Foundations’ Young Leaders Programs as well as the European Union Visitors Program.
