He was previously Chief Executive of ICL plc 96-2000 (Now Fujitsu services) and responsible for the transformation of ICL from a hardware product company to a $4bn IT services company. He held a number of other senior executive positions in ICL and GEC Marconi defence business, including working in the US for 5 years between 1981 and 1986.He started his career in the public sector.
